
 Weôve told you about the mal-
nourished boy, Emerson, who 
lives near San Antonio (where 
weôre working on the church 
building).  Doctors had given up 
on him and told the parents he 
would die.  When we first saw 
him during our medical clinic in 
March it was obvious why they 
had said that.  He was unable to 
suck, almost totally unresponsive 
to voice or touch, and very weak, 

plus covered in scabies. But our 
God has proven the human doc-
tors wrong with little Emerson! 
You should see the huge smiles 
he has, especially for Robin!  
Heôs putting on weight, eating 
cereal and getting stronger.  Heôs 
learning to balance on his legs 
and gaining hair on his head.   

 All of Emersonôs family mem-
bers know it is God, only God, 
Who is blessing them with this 
miracle (plus the fact that their 
chickens are growing faster and 
there are more eggs for the fam-
ily, etc.).  But weôre being so 
blessed watching the progress!  
Now it has gotten even betteré  
some of the family members 
have given their hearts and lives 
to Jesus!  Theyôre attending the 
church services and have been 
made to feel welcome by the 
membership of the church there.   

 Thank You, Lord, for the mira-
cle Youôre performing in little 
Emersonôs life.  Thank You for 
letting us be a part of it, to watch 
what Youôre doing!  Amen! 

 Letôs move on to our other little 
guy who was quite malnourished, 
Gabriel.  This little guy lives in 
the Liquidambo area and, inter-
estingly, has six toes on each 
foot and six fingers on one hand 
(and five on the other ð counting 
his thumbs).  He is adorable and 
smiles easily.  He is very alert 
and takes in everything going on 

around him.  Heôs also gaining in 
weight and size.  His older sib-
lings (two sisters and a brother) 
visit with us  pretty much daily 
when weôre at the clinic.  He and 
his family attend the church ser-
vices whenever they know weôre 
holding them.  Theyôre learning 
the songs and hearing the Bible 
stories being taught and watch-

ing the dramas the teams bring 
in.  We anticipate Jesus being 
central in their lives at their invita-
tions soon. 

 OK, can any of you disagree? 
These little guys are enough to 
warm your hearts, arenôt they? 

Our Miracle Boys Keep Improving! 

 As you look at the list of pro-
jects planned for 2008 (in the box 
to the left), we canôt say weôve 
finished any of them, but we 
have made a lot of progress.  
The Ministry Building is up with a 
roof on it and the lengthy process 
of getting the layers of stucco on 
the walls, both inside and out, is 
on-going.   

 The addition to the church 
building in San Antonio is also 
underway, with some finishing 
work (including stucco inside and 
out) on the first half.  The founda-
tion is laid for the second half 
and the walls are going up.  We 
still have three more teams com-
ing to help with these projects 
before the season is over. 

 Because of the heavy rains 
this year, the repairs to the water 
storage system at El Morrito is on 
hold until this fall.  The Iztapa 
construction is physically less 
taxing on us if we put it off until 
winter when the temperatures 
are a little less extreme.  But, at 
this time, weôre still on target for 
these projects for 2008!
